Who is eligible:
Entries will be accepted from students located in the Frost Woods Neighborhood.


Types of projects:

Neighborhood History Project Rules
All entries must be non-fiction works that develop a theme related to historical topics in the area of the Frost Woods Neighborhood. It is perfectly acceptable to submit entries that are also being used for a History class.
All projects should be accompanied by a bibliography.
All text must either be written by the entrant or put in quotation marks and attributed to its source. Nothing may be copied without quotation marks and attribution. 
Essays:
Essays should generally be between 500 and 1500 words long (about 2 and 5 pages). Longer essays will be accepted, but length will not by itself contribute to a higher score.
Students in high school will be expected to write longer essays than those in middle school.
All essays must be typed and double-spaced.
Names of students and schools MUST NOT APPEAR IN THE BODY OF THE ESSAY but should be written on a cover sheet. (Essays will be given numbers by Frost Woods Homes Association Board so that they can be judged anonymously.)
Each Photo entry must include five (5) photographs taken in the Frost Woods Neighborhood along with a 250-500 word essay that explains how the images illustrate ‘my neighborhood history.’ (Comparing any historical photos to present day photos is encouraged and acceptable).  The cover/application sheet should be taped to the back of the entry.  Note: Photos will be judged with no students present. The photos must speak for themselves.
The deadline for submissions is as follows:
